3. Take 8 digital photos of the same exact landscape at different times through out the day for example:  7:30 AM, 9:30 AM, 11:30 AM, 1 PM, 3:30 PM, 5:30 PM, 7:00 PM, 8:30 PM, remember to take advantage of the most dramatic lighting opportunities.

5.  Bring photos to class on thumb drive, CD.

Word Wall Adaptation: Some students will be given prints of paintings by impressionist artists to hold up, others will be given artists name to hold up in front of the class. The class will match paintings with the artist by voting.  Teacher will lead class in discussion to determine what paintings belong to what impressionistic artist. This strategy helps students to classify and categorize the paintings according to the artists. The activity will end with the students hanging the impressionist prints under the artist’s name on the wall and filling in graphic organizer below
