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Creative ways to use spreadsheets in science, language arts, math, and social studies. Participants will learn how to use Excel to create teacher-led and student activities that enable students to learn about topics such as parts of speech, earthquake and weather prediction, three-dimensional ocean floor mapping, topographic mapping, dot density maps, and self-checking activities for math skills. 

IF Worksheet function - Use an “if/then” statement to create a self-checking spreadsheet. Students enter a math problem or question in a cell, leave a blank for an answer, then use a logic function to check right or wrong (true or false). Can also be used for vocabulary, spelling, or fill in the blank type questions, or labeling diagrams.

Conditional Formatting-create self-checking items with increased visual elements.

AutoFilter-sort data to find trends and chart data to increase understanding and provide opportunities for inquiry learning.

Map-Create maps with dot densities, category shading, graduated symbols, to increase understanding of data.

Cell reference-students create their own “Mad Libs” and learn parts of speech by using simple cell reference formulas.

3-D Area Chart – students plot points from a topographic map and create a three dimensional map that can be tilted and turned.

Charts and Tables – create blank tables and charts and allow students to predict budget outcomes, or visualize complementary fractions.
