Teacher Lecture (reiterates social studies lesson in the Scholastic Magazine & Brain Pop movie)There are 3 causes main causes of the American Revolution
· Sugar Act (1764) and Stamp Act (1765) were two taxes that the American people used every day (sugar & paper).  There were unpopular in America and Americans complained about the unfair taxes.  They were able to get one tax removed but they realized they did not have representation in the British government 
· Another troublesome tax was the Tea Act which told Americans they could only buy tea from only one company (British East India Co).  No matter how high the price, the Americans had to pay if they wanted tea.  The Americans became even angrier.  The result led to the Boston Tea Party.  Americans dumped crates of British tea into Boston harbor (Dec.  1773)
· Americans met in secret and decided to go to war.  April 19, 1775.
· Paul Revere’s, the British are coming
· America’s independence—4th of July

· Groups of 3-4 students will discuss verbally questions that are listed in the Scholastic Magazine which include the causes, vocabulary and people involved.
· Students will also comple the cause and affect graphic organizer and the  sequential graphic organizer.
· Teacher will walk around and listen to student responses and respond where appropriately.  Assessment will take place here.
· Teacher will summarize the causes of the American Revolution and people involved




	Questioning: Include Five Questions using Bloom’s Taxonomy—label with Level of Learning(Knowledge, Understanding, Application, etc
Knowledge—What are three causes of the American Revolution?  

Comprehension—Restate in your own words how the revolution ended.

Comprehension-What was the main idea of the Brain Pop video?

Knowledge-Give an example of a person involved in the revolution and what affect did this person have in the revolution?

Research-Research with a partner on the computer one person involved in American Revolution.  Give 3 important facts about this person.

Questioning: Include Five Questions using Bloom’s Taxonomy—label with Level of Learning(Knowledge, Understanding, Application, etc
Application—Imagine (pretend) you were living during the American Revolution, what would you have done to protect your family and country?

Synthesis—Formulate within assigned groups a song/poem/short story explaining the causes and affects of the war.  Students can be creative as they wish.

Evaluation—Tell why the American Revolution was necessary for the American people.

Synthesis-Design a poster board showing a scene from the American Revolution.

Evaluation-Persuade to the teacher in your own words the importance of the American Revolution.

Differentiation Component

	Differentiating Strategies
Compacting
Students will choose between interest groups: civil rights, worker’s rights, human rights (United Nations) and women’s rights.  Each group will identify problems each individual faced.  Those students who can identify the problems quickly will then move on to researching biographical information about the individual on the computer.  Students will state what changes were made.  Students will then use the information they have gather to write a short story about the individual.
