The student will understand to hypothesize and ask him or herself questions relating to which tools to use to obtain specific reference information such as when to use a dictionary or thesaurus or index..



	Assessments:
Students will be evaluated by using a series of student centered and sequential assessment tools both formative and summative. Students will be provided daily and weekly feedback on their progress.  Formative assessments will be provided at the appropriate frequency to determine the students’ recognition of the covered material in the form of a selective response method. A quiz that includes multiple choice questions, true and false and matching exercises will be given. At the end of the unit a summative assessment will be given which will measure the students’ level of content knowledge. The use of the Frayer Model through constructed response will be implemented which will address the students problem solving skill level of the content where the student will understand how it relates to real life instances and experiences.

The English language is considered to be an “invaded language” meaning that it has been influenced by many other languages over the course of history.
Yesterday we discussed the 3 main components of a word: the root, the prefix and the suffix and determined the meanings of the roots. 
Discuss context clues and how they are another component for help deciphering unfamiliar words. 
Other words or phrases that help with the understanding of unfamiliar words are referred to as context clues. They are built into the sentences around the difficult word which allow you to make logical guesses about the meanings of many words. EX: words or phrases like "such as," "including," or "consists of."
